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Tiki Shadow Layers are a way of modifying the look of your Tiki 

50 theme, without directly modifying the HTML/TPL or CSS files.  

Instead, you can enter HTML and some inline CSS through the 

ñShadow Layerò tab on the Tikiôs ñLook & Feelò administration 

tab.  Intermediate to advanced users can go even further, and 

use smarty template tags along with HTML and CSS to focus the 

look for certain features and not others (for example change the 

look and feel of wiki pages, but not the calendar or articles).
