This feature allows you to limit who can access what features based on the user name or IP address of the computer they use.

1.1. Introduction

It is handy to block wiki spammers if your site has registered or anonymous editing permissions, or spammers to any of most of
the other features in Tiki.

To enable the feature go to:

- "Admin home > Log in" and "Admin home > Security"

The IP address appears next to the user name in the list of changes made to the page.
