Note: Notifications were introduced in Tiki13 and were expected to replace the similar feature "User Watches" in Tikil4.
However, both notification systems have coexisted untill Tiki18, at least, due to the unique strengths (and weaknesses) of each
one of them. See a comparison
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1.1. Enable the feature

Enable the feature in "Admin home > Community"
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For the digest emails to be sent out, you will need to set-up a cron job.

Adiust the command paramaters for your digest fraquency. Default frequency is 7 days.

Sample command:

fusr/bin/php /Library/WebServer/Docunents/trunk/console.php localhost 7 ——path=/trunk/

1.2. Notice the changes in the interface

Once the notification is set up, when the page is changed, the notification counter is updated in the top bar.

Once activated, the eye icon above objects provide a single interface to manage all notifications related to the current object,
including categories, structures, translations and other object regroupements.

The notifications allow the users to select the priority of a notification to them, potentially reducing the amount of email noise
generated by monitoring too many pages or forum posts.

1.4. View notifications

Notifications use the activity stream feature to preserve notifications that were triggered for users. These can be viewed on the
website itself or sent as a periodic digest.

1.5. Digests

Notifications can be viewed on the website itself or sent as a periodic digest.
1.5.1. Enable the notification digest

You can enable the feature notification digests:
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For the digest emails o be sent out, you will need to set-up a cron job.
Adjust the command paramatars for your digest fraquency. Dafault frequancy is 7 days.

Sample command:

fusr/bin/php /Library/WebServer/Documents/trunk/console. php localhost 7 ——path=/trunk/
