%a An abbreviated textual representation of the day

%A A full textual representation of the day

%d Two-digit day of the month (with leading zeros)

%e Day of the month, with a space preceding single digits
%j Day of the year, 3 digits with leading zeros

%u ISO-8601 numeric representation of the day of the week
Y%w Numeric representation of the day of the week

%U Week number of the given year, starting with the first Sunday as

the first week

%V 1SO-8601:1988 week number of the given year, starting with the
first week of the year with at least 4 weekdays, with Monday
being the start of the week

%W A numeric representation of the week of the year, starting with
the first Monday as the first week

%b Abbreviated month name, based on the locale

%B Full month name, based on the locale

%h Abbreviated month name, based on the locale (an alias of %b)

%m Two digit representation of the month

%C Two digit representation of the century (year divided by 100,
truncated to an integer)

%g Two digit representation of the year going by ISO-8601:1988
standards (see %V)

%G The full four-digit version of %g

%y Two digit representation of the year

%Y Four digit representation for the year
