How to customise ckeditor's wysiwyg special characters dialog

Before customizing ckeditor, go edit lib/ckeditor tiki/tikistyles.js and uncomment line:

CKEDITOR.timestamp= +new Date;
Then comment it again after you are done customizing because it kills ckeditor performance.

Otherwise you may not be able to see any difference when changing the configurations as
explained in the comment right above the uncommented line

Technical explanation

Edit lib/ckeditor tiki/wysiwyglib.php . Look for customConfig: and set a file name like this:

customConfig: "/lib/ckeditor_tiki/custom_config.js",

Create /lib/ckeditor tiki/custom config.js and put this content for adding greek characters at
the end of the "Special Character" dialog window:
