maketoc stands for "Make a Table of Contents". It is used to automatically generate a table of
contents from the headings (made with ! , 't , 111 etc.)or ( !#, !'!# ...) on the page that it
appears on. It is useful for placing links to major sub-sections of a large document.

The tool PluginToc is something similar. It is used for structures of many pages. PluginToc will
show a table of contents built from the titles of the pages within that structure of wiki pages.
